As many of you know, Nishimachi has not had use of the Mat-
sukata House for the last year. Seismic tests conducted on the
building in 2008 revealed structural flaws that made it vulner-
able to earthquakes and hence unsafe to occupy. The walls and
floors needed extensive reinforcement to bring them into com-
pliance with current seismic standards. Under the guidance of
a team of architects and engineers, that work is already well
under way and expected to be completed by January 2010,

at which time the house will be functional again. Equally
gratifying is the fact that the original shape, look, and feel of
the house that nurtured and inspired generations of Nishimachi
students will be secured for another fifty years.

Nishimachi acknowledges its role as steward of an important
historical and cultural property and its debt to the Matsukata
family, which donated the house and land.
